Presentation: Mandi Anderson, Iowa State University Research Institute for Studies in Education, presented findings from the HHCC Community Health Survey.  Copies of the survey results were distributed to everyone present.  The goals of her presentation were to 1) Share results, 2) Explore further analysis, 3) Choose presentation style.

The sample size of the survey was 1,018.  375 usable surveys were returned at a return rate of 36.8%.  Survey results were reviewed and discussed.  Four areas survey respondents viewed as “Very Serious” for our community were 1) Cancer, 2) Heart Disease and Stroke, 3) Unemployment, and 4) Youth Alcohol Use.  

Data may be disaggregated to best serve our needs.  Those present were invited to contact Linda Albright if they would like to see the survey disaggregated in other ways.

The minutes of the February meeting were approved as submitted. 
  
Treasurer’s report:  Stephanie Zinkle

Financials will be filed for audit.  A check in the amount of $1,000 for a Diversity Mini Grant has not yet cleared the bank.  Nancy will inquire with the payee to determine why the check is still outstanding.

Approval of bills: none

Empowerment:  The Community Action Head Start (CAHS) Empowerment contract was reviewed by the board.  Dave Helman presented recommendations from the Executive Board to amend the contract and budget.  These recommendations were made in order to clarify the language of the contract and to better match the budget to Community Action Head Start’s needs. Because two CAHS employees have elected not to enroll in health benefits, a 25% decrease in the salary/benefit line of the budget was presented.  Language in the amended contract clarifies that funding is for extended hours only, defined extended hours, and clearly outlined supporting documentation required of CAHS when submitting future billings to HHCC.  LaVerna Gray shared observations from the on-site visit and reviewed data collected.
