Treasurer’s report:  Stephanie Zinkle reported assets and liabilities of $82,317.69 and a net income of $1974.51 for the month of March.  The report was filed for audit.  

Approval of bills:  No bills to report

Executive Committee Report: Nancy Hahn
Additional discussion items not included in today’s agenda include the following:
· Turn off the TV week events were held during the week of April 20th to raise awareness about screen time.  
· Cathy Ewing and Jennifer Lehman have applied for a $500,000 four-year Youth Mentoring Expansion Grant through the Office of Juvenile Delinquency Prevention.
· Stephanie Zinkle suggested using Face Book to market HHCC services to younger age groups in Henry County.  

United Way Applications:  2010 applications were due on April 30th.  HHCC applied for $10,000 to cover annual report fees, bookkeeping and audit charges, website expenses, Community Visioning Forum expenses, and matching funds for the Wellmark Childhood Obesity wellness grant.  RSVP has applied for $10,000 as well.

Finance Committee Selection: Stephanie Zinkle, Diane Magnani, Beryl Shahan, and Ed Kropa will serve on the committee.

Diversity Mini Grant Update:  Victor Oyervides, Maria Mellado, and a group of interested citizens recently submitted a mini grant application to co-host a rec trail event next October with HHCC and Mt. Pleasant Park and Rec.  The application was approved for $1,000.  The New London Mentoring group who were awarded $1000 last fall are unable to host their event this spring as originally planned.  They will return the unused funds to HHCC.  Future plans include holding their event in the fall or joining the others in planning the October rec trail event to be held at East Lake Park.

Community Health Survey:  Community Health Survey final results were provided to board members.  The survey was administered in November.  In response to written comments from survey participants, Carmen Heaton reported HCHC is now providing epidurals for OB patients, a second general surgeon will be coming to HCHC soon, and a very competent OBGYN is now on staff.  At the July board meeting the results of the survey will be discussed at length.  

H1N1 Flu Update:  Linda Albright
As of this morning, 38 states have confirmed cases of H1N1 for a total of 403 cases and one death.  One case has been reported in Des Moines County.  Dr. Julie Wagner stated three tests have been sent in from our community and we are waiting on the results.  To avoid contracting the flu, Albright and Dr. Wagner encouraged board members to wash their hands frequently, stay at home if you are experiencing symptoms, and cough into your elbow.   

Empowerment Request for Funding Proposals:  LaVerna Gray
All RFP information has been distributed to existing Empowerment programs.  Applications are due May 15th.  The RFP committee will review the applications and will prepare a funding recommendation to present at the June board meeting.

Empowerment Current Budget Information: LaVerna Gray
The legislative session has ended.  There is no official confirmation regarding the budget cut percentage we can anticipate however based on recent reports it should be less than we originally thought.  The Governor has 30 days to sign the bills following the end of the legislative session.  Budget information for each Empowerment Area will be calculated and information will be provided hopefully by the end of this month.  

Empowerment Coordinator Contract Review:  Dave Helman
The Empowerment Coordinator contract running from August 2008 through June 30th, 2009 will not be renewed.  The board will be reviewing the empowerment coordinator role.  With current budget issues, the position may be re-shaped.  The position will be reannounced at a later date.  

Announcements:  Janet Smith recommended board members read the book, Caught in the Middle, by Richard Longworth.  The book takes a look at the Heartland in this age of globalism.

Dave Helman announced the Over the Dam Duck Race for the Salem Crew Library will be held at 1:00 PM on June 20th at Oakland Mills.  Ducks may be purchased for $5 each, or you may purchase a 6 Quack for $25.
