
7. Take family walks after dinner 

8. Sit down at the table together to 
eat meals 

9. Give your child choices about 
what to wear, eat, do, etc. 

     Try these out and share them with 
a friend.  And remember, if you find 
yourself getting angry and you need a 
break, take one!  Call a friend or take 
a walk.   

     Nobody likes to think about a 

child being hurt, especially by her 
parents, but sadly all too often it 
happens.  Even good parents can fall 
victim to their temper or frustrations.  
This month, let’s help prevent child 
abuse by focusing on  positive and 
fun things you can do with your 
child:   

1. giggle together 

2. Bury a family time capsule and dig 
it up five years later 

3. Have a backward dinner—serve 
dessert first!  

4. Take pictures and then look at them 
together 

5. Ask your child to draw a portrait of 
your family and then frame it 

6. Praise and encourage your child 
daily

Abuse Prevention Month, 
April is also Month of the 
Young Child (Hmm, I sense a 
connection there!).  In Henry 
County, there are many op-
portunities this month for 
you to have fun with your 
child and celebrate all the 
joys that come with having 
children in our lives.
